	Pick out
	1. To choose one thing or a person from a group. 2. To see something or someone when they are difficult to see.

	Pick over
	To talk about something in detail


	Pick through
	To search through a collection of things in order to find something


	Pick up sth
	To collect someone who is waiting for you, or to collect something that you have left somewhere or that you  have bought


	Pick up sth
	To learn a new skill or language by practicing it rather than being taught

	Take up sth
	To start doing a particular job or activity


	Take off sth
	1. To subtract a particular amount from a total 2. To remove clothes 3. To leave the ground

	Take away sth
	1. To subtract a first number from a second number 2. To seize from people

	Take back sth
	To admit that something you said was wrong


	Take in sth
	To look at something carefully noticing all the details

	To start doing something often, to like


	Take over 
	To take control

	To look  or act like a relative, resemble


	Take down
	To separate into pieces so as to repair or remove


	Take on
	To employ
